Assistance

Persons with Disabilities on BC Income Assistance may be eligible to camp
for free in road accessible BC provincial parks. To be eligible, you must meet
ONE of the following criteria:
1.  You are designated a ÒPerson with DisabilitiesÓ (PWD) and receiving PWD
benefits under the British Columbia provincial government Employment and
Assistance Program (administered by the BC Ministry of Employment and
Income Assistance). Note: Those persons with disabilities receiving
assistance from other provincial or federal programs such as CPP Disability,
WCB Disability, etc. are not eligible.
  OR   
2.   You have a child registered through the ÒAt Home ProgramÓ
(administered by the British Columbia provincial government Ministry of
Children and Family Development).

OR   
3.   You are a person living on-reserve and receiving disability benefits from
a First Nation Administering Authority.
If you meet any of the above criteria, your camping party can camp for free.
There is also no charge for a second non-recreational vehicle. The previous
BC Parks Disabled Access Pass is no longer valid.
Please note:  This discount does not apply to group camping, group picnicking,
backcountry and marine fees.
Parking Fees for Persons with Disabilities on BC Income Assistance
Persons with disabilities meeting the eligibility criteria for free camping
(see campsite fees for Persons with Disabilities on BC Income Assistance
above) will not have to pay a parking fee as long as they have obtained an
annual parking pass.
